On October 31, 1517, Martin
Luther nailed his 95 theses to tht
door of the Castle Church of
Wittenberg. Such a notice was th
acceptable means of the time t
invite a scholarly debate — this time
over the sale of indulgences as
fund raising effort of the Church to
finance the construction of St.
Peter's in Rome. Although Luther
did not realize how far-reaching the
consequences of his invitatior
would be, it turns out that these ar
“the hammer blows that were heart
‘round the world.”
